THE AUCTION EXPLAINED

o €1,000 deposit for a buyer’s number, in some cases a larger deposit maybe
required, these are available at reception, you must have a buyer’s number to bid
in the Plant & Machinery Auction (Refundable upon Request)

o Buyers will be required to pay a further 10% deposit on any purchase during or
immediately after the auction.

o A Buyers Premium of 15% on the hammer price +VAT charged on the first
€5,000 or lower and 10% on the balance. Minimum Buyers Fee €10 + VAT per Lot

o ESB Direct & Government Entries Buyers Premium of 20% + VAT on the hammer
plus €80 + VAT.

« AllLots are "Sold as Seen".

o All purchasers are deemed to have satisfied themselves by inspection or otherwise
as to the description, size or quantities of any Lot.

« Children (under the age 18) will not be admitted onsite for the viewing, auction or
collections.

o Full Terms and Conditions are available in auction catalogue - all purchasers have
deemed to have read before bidding.

o PLEASE NOTE: This is a Public Auction Lots inc. second-hand, ex-display and
damaged goods, sold as seen with no guarantees.

o Collections are only strictly by pre-booked by appointment.

« For Collections no young children (under 18) are allowed onsite at any time. Hi Vis
Clothing must be worn when collecting.

Viewing
If you're interested in buying an item, we always advise that you view it prior to auction.

Viewings usually take place the day before the auction as well as the day of the auction.
Larger items such as boats and planes may be located offsite and can only be viewed by
appointment only, similar to property, details can be found on the auction page on the
website.

— Registering for Auction
o— When registering to bid, a copy of photographic ID and proof of address are required. If
bidding on behalf of another, you will require written confirmation of this prior to bidding.

Sold as Seen
O Care has been taken to ensure the accuracy of items but no sale will be void by the
%ﬂ inaccuracy of any description. The purchaser must satisfy themselves with the item(s)
prior to bidding as all Lots are sold as seen.



Authentication
During the remarketing process of items, we take time to ensure items are authenticated

and independently valued by various valuers covering everything from watches, jewellery,
designer goods and much more.

Payment & Collection

Full payment is required close of business on the day following auction and all items must

be collected within 48 hours. Failure to adhere to these terms mean the Lot will be subject
to additional storage and removal fees which must be paid prior to the item being released.

Any goods for which payment is not made on time will be re-sold at the next available
auction. The deposit paid will be forfeit and you will also be liable for any shortfall between
sale prices.

Deposit Returns

Deposits will only be refunded in full if you are an unsuccessful bidder or if your provisional
bid is not accepted by the vendor.

If you win a bid, the deposit will become part of the payment and will be deducted from the
final purchase price.

Deposits will be returned on request at reception. Cash deposits will be returned by cheque
while deposits made by credit or debit card will be returned back onto the card.
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
